You will be able to speak directly to 
apprenticeship employers and their 
apprentices live via the internet and hear 
about the latest opportunities, the skills 
employers are looking for, the recruitment 
process and how students can best 
prepare themselves for working life after 
school or college.

How does it work?
You will log onto the link provided that will 
then stream our apprenticeship broadcast 
directly to the device that you are using 
– whether individual PCs or tablets, an 
interactive whiteboard in a classroom or a 
projector in an assembly setting. 

When are the broadcasts?
We will send you a schedule of dates and 
speakers each term so that you can plan 
in those that are of most interest to your 
students. 

Which employers are involved?
We will feature some of the top 
apprenticeship employers and their 
apprentices so that your students can 
see first-hand what it’s like to be an 
apprentice.
 
How long is a broadcast?
A live broadcast lasts for about 15 minutes 
– think of it like a flash assembly.

Yes, the Learn Live IT team will be able to 
provide technical support to your school/
college beforehand so that everything runs 
smoothly.

Apprenticeship Readiness Assessment

What is the Apprenticeship Readiness 
Assessment Tool?
This tool has been designed by our 
experts, working with teachers and 
careers professionals, to help schools and 
other educational establishments to work 
through a series of questions to assess 
where they are in their planning and 
provision of apprenticeship information.

How does it work?
There are 30 questions split into sections 
covering:

- 	 Strategy
- 	 Students
- 	 Teachers and Governors
- 	 Employers
- 	 Parents
- 	 Your school as an employer

Each question has three statements linked 
to Red, Amber and Green:

Red = Limited

Amber = In development

Green = Established

You can look at a statement about a 
particular area of apprenticeships, and 
then work out where on the grid you feel 
you are. For example, question 19: Do 
staff feel confident in delivering assemblies 
and workshops to support students to 
consider apprenticeships? This question 
has 9 related activities you could employ to 
improve your rating.

The core purpose of the YAAN is to grow

The role of the ambassador is to promote 
apprenticeships and inspire other young 
people by describing their direct experience.
